Pattern for Cuff Anklet Socks ,Harlequin®

I was inspired by the wonderful pattern, "Girlie Anklets Socks" by Melly
(Free pattern at http://mellyslaceplace.blogspot.com/), which I knit for my daughter.
Thank you Melly for the great pattern!

For women shoe size 38 (german), app. 8 (american) you need:

20 to 25 g one-color sock-yarn and 50 to 759 colorful sock-yarn, 75% wool, 25 % Nylon,
210m / 100g

Or:

100g one-colored sock-yarn, 75 % Wool, 25 % Nylon, 210m / 100g

Needles: set of 5 double-pointed needles, size 2,0 or 2,5 mm

For the cuff cast on 72 sts on three double-pointed needles, 24 sts per needle.
(Unfortunately, because there are a lot of knit-together in the pattern I didn’t find a
good division for a cast-on on 4 needles period)

Now knit from the following graph:
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Key:

o knit

. purl

/ knit 2 together
O yarn over

For the cuff I knit round 1 to 8 four times.

Attention, in the last round 8 of the cuff, knit every 5™ and 6™ stitch

together: now you have 20 stitches per needle, 60 stitches in totall

Then purl one round for the cuff fold line, while dividing the 60 stitches on

4 needles, 15 stitches per needle. (If you want to continue with more sts, knit less
sts together!)

If your want to knit with two colors like I did, then turn cuff inside out so that the wrong
side faces you. Knit with second colored yarn now so you are knitting in your usual
direction..

If you desire to knit socks in one color, then "turn round": Bring the yarn in front between
the needles. Slip the first stitch of the next round as if to purl. Wrap this stitch by
bringing the yarn to the back between the needles and return the slipped stitch back to
the left needle.

Now turn the cuff inside out, so the wrong side is out and knit in your usual direction.

For the shaft 30 rounds of rib pattern knit 1kn 1 purl (later this disappears under the
cuff), then knit another 20 rounds for the leg.

Work your favorite heel and then the foot and the foe as you need it and

like it. Donel
